	Israeli Military Order extending Adminsitrative Detenion for another 4 months

Major General FUCHS:

On December 20, 2022, your forces informed the 76-years-old Palestinian American Businessman, Jamal Afif Niser, who is being held without charge since August 24, 2022 by the State of Israel, that you signed a military order extending his detention for another four months (a copy is above). Jamal is a diabetic and has already lost half his eyesight.
Major General Fuchs, you have erred, and corrective action is called for. Jamal should be released today. You may base your reversal on being accountable or on Jewish values. However you rationalize this decision, Jamal should be sent home immediately.
Now, as before, Jamal is being held in detention by Israel with no charges and not being told why he is being detained.
Jamal’s saga is a stain on Israel and your office:
· DENIED ENTRY: Jamal attempted to return to his home in Palestine in 1995, after the Oslo Accords were signed. He was denied entry by Israel and returned to the US.

· ALLOWED ENTRY: He tried to return home again a few years later and was able to enter and reach his residence in Al-Bireh, West Bank.

· PERMANENT WEST BANK RESIDENCY: Subsequently, Israel granted him West Bank permanent residency. He remained a US Citizen too.
· DENIED EXIT #1: In 2012, he attempted to make one of his frequent visits back to Ohio to oversee his businesses and visit his children and grandchildren. Israel denied him exit from the West Bank at the Allenby Bridge Crossing.
· DENIED EXIT #2: Denied exit repeated at the Allenby Bridge Crossing.

· DENIED EXIT #3: Denied exit repeated at the Allenby Bridge Crossing.

· DENIED EXIT #4: Denied exit repeated at the Allenby Bridge Crossing.

· DETENTION #1: In June 2021, Jamal was arrested at home around 4 AM and detained by Israel for four months. He was released on October 9, 2021.
· VOLUNTARY INTERROGRATION: Then, in early August 2022, he received a call from the occupation authorities. He was offered a choice: Come to the Israeli prison so we can interrogate you or Israeli soldiers will return and arrest you from your home in Al-Bireh, yet again. Jamal voluntarily went to the Ofer Detention Center and was interrogated before being allowed to return home to Al-Bireh.
· DETENTION #2: On August 24, 2022, the nighttime raid on his home was reprised. Again, at around 4 AM, Israeli soldiers hauled him away and 3 days later he was given another four months (subsequently reduced to two months due to his “advanced age”) of administrative detention. Again, no charges. His attorney appealed and was able to get the four months reduced to two months.
· DETENTION #2 EXTENSION #1: Most recently (October 2022), he was informed the Israeli military judge’s ruling was appealed and the four months that were originally reduced to two months were reinstated to the full four months.
· DETENTION #2 EXTENSION #2: Jamal was planned to be released from this second administrative detention on December 22, 2022, but on December 20, 2022, he was informed by the prison authorities that his detention has been extended another four months! Your signature was on the military order.
· HEALTH DECLINING: Jamal’s health is declining and he’s not getting proper medical care.
Seriously, reflect on the bullet points above and remember that without action Jamal will be sent home in a few months anyway. There is no reason to torment this US senior citizen any further.
Jamal’s wife, Fatmeh Niser, his son Hakeem Niser, his daughters, Lamees Niser-Aghbar and Somoud Niser-Hamad, and six grandchildren, all live in the US and are waiting for Jamal to reach Ohio to get medical treatment for his vision loss and diabetic condition.
It’s time to do the right thing.
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
